6. Minnesota Chiefs of Police Foundation:
Next meeting - The foundation will meet Sept. 2 at the MN Chiefs Association office. 
Program discussion - Attendees will discuss the possibility of two programs to be funded by the foundation, but staffed by the association: Scholarships and the 8th Grade Essay Contest.
Executive Director Dave Pecchia recommended earlier this month to the Foundation Board that the Xentel telemarketing fund not be assigned to the foundation, because of the amounts of contracted telemarketing fee structure percentages. The foundation aims to collect 100 percent of donation proceeds. The telemarketing administrative fees do not meet that objective.
Financial report - Chief Jansky gave the foundation’s financial report.
Administrative operation - Association staff will begin tracking association time and foundation time. Until further notice, any association time spent will be donated to foundation program efforts. 
Board member solicitation – Current members are St. Joseph Chief Pete Jansky and Marshall Chief Rob Yant. The Foundation Board will invite interested parties to include potential members outside of association membership. Foundation bylaws state that the Association Board formally appoints Foundation Board members. Bills to be paid. 
Checks approved, with bills to be paid totaling $7,541. Treasurer Cari Gerlicher asked that Executive Director Dave Pecchia check whether $66 in postage for the foundation can be charged to the association instead of the foundation. The bill is paid to the Minnesota Sheriffs’ Association, which operates the postage machine.

Board/Task Force reports pulled from the consent agenda:
POST Board (M. Dohman)
The next meeting is in October. Chief Dohman met with MPPOA Exec. Dir. Dennis Flaherty questions whether some police departments are hiring back civilians as line staff, without licenses being reactivated.
MPPOA is taking a position with uniforms that various colors be assigned to different types of law enforcement groups, to include colors of squad cars. Costs are significant to make it possible. MN Chiefs will form a position when more information is made available to the board.
The legislation may call for participation from the League of Minnesota Cities and Association of Minnesota Counties.

Board/Task Force reports pulled from the consent agenda:
The Legislative Committee will convene this fall to choose priorities.
Eric Hyland, MN Chiefs legislative liaison, said that proponents of legalizing marijuana likely will go to a Constitutional ballot measure.
Several board members suggested that Executive Director Dave Pecchia arrange a meeting with gubernatorial candidate Mark Dayton to discuss the marijuana legalization issue. All three candidates are opposed, but Mark Emmer may concede to the pill form.
Legal:
Carver County Asst. Staff Attorney Pete Ivy said that the new Datamaster DTX breath instrument garnering statewide comment on internet.
He also said that public defender cuts in his jurisdiction have slowed court proceedings and that those who should be in jail will be released on bond. The cuts translate to prosecutorial concern.

State Associations of Chiefs of Police (SACOP):
SACOP Rep. Mona Dohman has connected with SACOP and the IACP, and will attend meetings and report to the Association Board.

Chaplain’s Report:
Pastor Dan Carlson of Public Safety Ministries, Inc., and who is the MN Chiefs Chaplain, will be seeking regional chaplains to build a chaplaincy network for the association.
Drug Court Initiative:
Chief Dana Waldron  spoke about Drug Court Initiative, involving various combinations of counties – either single or several working together -- depending on their size and grant specifications. He will report at future meetings on the group’s objective.

Old business

Lexipol – The League of Minnesota Cities is interested in some form of arrangement. Lexipol may have a presentation that MN Chiefs can take to regional meetings. The Board is interested in seeing research from other states that have received compensation from an insurance trust for being accredited.
The pricing agreement indicates that once an agency signs up, they own the policies or ordinances that they have adopted and tailored through Lexipol.

David gave an update on the RFP and Instrument selection and told members and those in attendance the vendor and model of the instrument the State of Minnesota now has a contract with.  The DataMaster DMT-G with Fuel Cell Option manufactured by National Patent Analytical out of Ohio. New Forfeiture and Seized Property Policy Requirements


Effective Aug. 1, there is a new reporting requirement for DWI forfeiture reporting to the State Auditor’s Office.

Effective Sept. 20, there is information for final disposition of seized and forfeited property outlined in the statute must be reported to the State Auditor’s Office.

Proposed model policies and training relative to the statute currently are being developed.

Dept. of Corrections Sex Offender Reintegration Issues

The DOC is seeking input on potential resolution to the issue of homeless, level-3 sex offenders. Three issues: 1) Housing; 2) Jobs; and 3) Supervision.

Potential issues that will affect this concern include: 

· Local communities passing restrictive ordinances for housing;

· Recent Iowa state law that defines exclusionary zones that would restrict level 3 sex offenders’ daytime activities; and 

· the Adam Walsh act.
