Harlan Johnson stated that at the end of the quarter ending June 30,2 010 there was enough funds to cover approximately one year of the association if no further funds were available. The income for this quarter does not reflect a deposit of $25,000 made in early July nor $10,000 in misc. deposits that were deposited in early July.

Foundation: Chief Peter Jansky reported that the Foundation luncheon held on Tuesday, July 13th at Oak Ridge Center in Chaska went well. The GALA PowerPoint was used, along with short presentations from board members.    A lot of interest was shown from potential board members. Ultimately there will be 11 members on the board, with three being in law enforcement.  The foundation board will probably meet monthly for the first year until they can get established, then quarterly. The venue was excellent and very worthy of the Gala if we chose to hold it there. 
The Golf outing in September for Special Olympics will now become a foundation request.  $750 was donated last year for a team and will be the recommended donation from the foundation.  Chiefs Dan Hatten and Mike Goldstein will coordinate golfers to represent the association.

Executive Director Harlan Johnson has been in contact with Xentel about changing the telemarketing over to the foundation.  Xentel will be working on the new contracts. 

No Board/Task Force reports pulled from the consent agenda, with the exception of discussion on Legislative and Legal issues below:
Legislative:  Eric Hyland gave a preview of the upcoming session.  One topic that will arise and may need board action or a position taken will be the topic of distracted driving and the potential ban on using mobile devices in vehicles.
Eric stressed the importance of chiefs meeting now with the legislators and not waiting until the session is in full swing. Voice your concerns and develop a relationship now and they will be more receptive to law enforcement needs during the year.

Executive Director Harlan Johnson recommended to Regional Rep Chair Hugo McPhee to establish regional legislative meetings where chiefs and legislators would gather and discuss local needs. 

Chief Pete Jansky requested that this year we hit the ground running with our legislative initiatives and stressed the importance of needing a “Day on the Hill.” again.  This day should be scheduled early.

Legal:  Attorney Pete Ivy informed the board that CMI provided the wrong source code and the process will start over again.  It could be a number of years before it is resolved. He recommends that taking a blood and urine sample as the best practice right now. The Department of Public Safety has sent out an RFP for new devices.  One of the required elements is that the company must agree to provide their source code.
Executive Director’s report


Executive Director Harlan Johnson said there was nothing to add that wasn’t in his report in the packet. He stated that it has been a privilege working for people he considers friends and the Board of Directors has always been an excellent group of people in law enforcement. Board members stated that they appreciated how Harlan has been so open and inviting and encouraging chiefs to run for Board positions.

Supreme Court Promulgates Statewide Criminal eCharging/E-Filing Rule

A year and a half ago, the Supreme Court promulgated temporary Rule of Criminal Procedure 1.06 to enable an eCharging/e-filing project.  This pilot project – which has been a joint effort between the Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA), Minnesota Judicial Branch, law enforcement, and prosecutors – permits the prosecutor to generate and sign an electronic criminal complaint, route it to law enforcement for review and the officer’s electronic signature, and to the judge for the probable cause review and electronic signature, and then to electronically file the complaint with the court.  

I am pleased to announce that after nearly a year of successful implementation and testing, the Supreme Court has promulgated temporary Rule 1.06 as a permanent statewide rule effective July 15, 2010.  This order opens the door to allow for the expansion of eCharging/e-filing in any county within the state.

We also hope to begin to discuss processes to be used to formally identify the current knowledge, skills and abilities needed in order to keep Minnesota at the forefront of law enforcement in the country.

Old Business:
Lexipol, LLC –Exec. Dir. Harlan Johnson said an email was sent this morning to all police department with the pricing structure. There had already been a question from a member regarding Lexipol and Duluth Chief Gordon Ramsay and Maple Grove Chief Mona Dohman said questions can be sent to them. Harlan Johnson said the association will go to the League of Minnesota Cities with a proposal to offer discounts on the city premium if they participate in the Lexipol policy project.
New business:
SARS: Mike Goldstein represented MNChiefs at meeting at the BCA regarding SARS.  It is a nationwide database that will pre cursor events and would network 72 fusion centers in the country.  This is a Department of Homeland Security initiative.  If certain criteria   are met, a checkbox on department incident reports that automatically direct submissions to MNJAC and subsequently tie into a nationwide system to facilitate information sharing between jurisdictions across the nation. The federal government launched an initiative to develop a set of common standards that would define suspicious activity and the information the reports would contain. The Nationwide Suspicious Activity Reporting Initiative (NSI) is based on the National Information Exchange Model. The four general data elements defined in the standard are people, vehicles, location (including proximity to critical infrastructure) and behaviors.
